Inserting/Removing Battery Pack

To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body of the tool. Make sure
it latches securely into place.

To remove the battery, push in the release buttons and pull the battery
pack away from the tool.

To insert the battery pack, slide the battery pack into the body of the
tool until the battery latches lock.

To remove the battery pack, press in both battery latches and slide the
battery pack off of the tool.

Cleaning
