Inserting/Removing the Battery

To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body of
the battery holder. Make sure it latches securely
into place.

Insert the power cable (from inside the pocket) into
the power cable port on the battery holder. Push the
power cable completely into the battery holder
pocket and zip all pockets closed. To remove the
battery, push in the release buttons and pull the
battery pack away from the holder.

OPERATION

To turn on, press and hold (about 2 seconds) the
power button. The zone will be turned to High and
the LED will light.
Temperature setting can be adjusted at any time by
pressing the power button. Each press will cycle
through the temperature settings.
To turn off, press and hold (about 2 seconds) the
power button. The LED will turn off.
The applicable heat setting will be indicated by the
number of LEDs illuminated:
